Auchentoshan 12 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Lowland £ 28.99
Light gold. Very smooth. Hints of aniseed and raisins, lime freshness. Tangerines and a definite sweetness. Light, fresh and clean.
Auchentoshan 18 Years Old 43% Own 70cl Lowland £ 52.99
Chestnut brown, A light and elegant nose with Floral and citrus notes. Silky smooth on the palate with hints of green tea and toasted almonds. This is a sublime malt.
Auchentoshan Three Wood 43% Own 70cl Lowland £ 39.99
A nose of blackcurrant, brown sugar and raisin leads to a palate of fruit and syrup with notes of hazelnut, cinnamon and butterscotch. Fresh and fruity on the finish.
Bladnoch CC 1991 40% G+M 70cl Lowland £ 42.99
Bright greeny gold. Fresh cut grass and leaves. Soft yet noticeably weightier than its Lowland counterparts. A lovely palate of bananas, toffee and nougat.

Gold. Softly aromatic with notes of lemon grass and melon. Light and rounded. soft and spicy, cinnamon and Demerara. Fragrant and spicy dry at the end.

Bursts of citrus fruit on the nose mellowed by sweet, fragrant vanilla. A zesty palate with a hint of spice and a flavour of rich toffee. The finish is long and lingering.

Dark gold. Minty with hints of dark chocolate, think after dinner mints. Soft and light with a nice touch of spiciness. Quite syrupy with a little bit of smoke at the finish.

Aromatic on the nose with aromas of fruit blossom and citrus. The palate is dominated with flavours of citrus fruits and cereal. The finish is long, well-rounded and slightly sweet.

Tomatin 12 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Highland & 31.99
Bright gold. Soft and sweet with a minty and biscuity nose. Smooth and velvety on the palate with flavours of pine nuts and toffee. Very mellow on the finish.

Balvenie Doublewood 12 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside &£ 31.99
Amber. Sherry and orange skins on the nose. Medium and rich, beautifully combined mellow flavours: nutty, sweet sherry with a distinctive orange fruit notes. Good long finish.
Balvenie Signature 12 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside &£ 34.49
A new limited release addition to the Balvenie stable. This fine malt is a unique marriage of three casks. The result is a perfect balance of spice and oak with mellow honey.
Balvenie Single Barrel 15 Years Old 47.8% Own 70cl Speyside £ 44.99
Pale gold. Assertive dry fresh oak; heather and a touch of lemon peel. Firm with lively cedar and fruity pineapple-like sweetness. Dry and rich finish.
Balvenie Rum Cask 17 Years Old 43% Own 70cl Speyside £ 64.99
Beautifully sweet, with characteristic Balvenie honey notes, vanilla, delicate fresh fruit and subtle spices, all enveloped in a gentle, silky oakiness.
Banff 32 Years Old 48.7% DL 70cl Speyside £119.99
The aromas of this superb malt whisky literally leap out of the glass. The oak influence after 32 years is minimal giving the whisky the feel of a fine liquer.
Benriach 12 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside &£ 25.99
Light gold. Fresh cut sweet grass and orange barley sugars. Fudge and a tingling spiciness play on the tongue. A truly spell-binding whisky.
Benriach 16 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside £ 34.99
Full gold. As with the very good 12 year old, this malt has a definite barley sugar twist, only more controlled. Soft as any malt with a lovely aftertaste that just keeps going on and on.
Benriach Tawny Port Cask 15 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside &£ 36.99
Rose petals and Turkish delight sprinkled with dark brown sugar. Perfect weight on the palate which is wrapped up in natural caramels and sweet juicy wine. Heavenly!
Benriach Curiositas 10 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside &£ 26.99
This whisky should be on all aficionados wish list. There are Islay malts that would dream to deliver so much complexity. Clean, sweet and smoky with a mouth watering finish.

Golden. An astonishingly complex nose. A stroll through a herb garden and a toffee shop. A firm and smooth body. Complexity continues on the palate and ends up long and dry.
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Glen Elgin 12 Years Old 43% Own 70cl Speyside £ 27.99

Deep gold. Pears poached in spices and lots of fruity flowery notes. Light but firm. The palate is crisp with touches of mandarin and marmalade. Soft and spicy on the finish.

Glen Grant 10 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside £ 24.99

Pale gold. Light and fruity with a nutty character that adds some real substance to this fine and very elegant malt. The finish is sweet then dry.

Glenfarclas 10 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside £ 28.99

Full gold. Big with some sherry sweetness and nuttiness and a touch of smoke. Characteristically firm. Dry with the flavour developing slowly. Sweet and long on the finish.

Glenfarclas 15 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Speyside £ 40.99

Amber. Plenty of sherry oak, maltiness and a hint of smokiness. All the elements of a lovely mixed bouquet. Firm and rounded as is the house style. Long and very smooth.

Amber. Brandy butter and lots of sultanas elegant and rich. Firm, fruity and buttery in the mouth. Truly delicious. A remarkably long finish that is sweet and fine.

Bright amber. Oaky on the nose as you would expect of a whisky of this age. A firm combination of oak and Christmas cake. One of the finest malts in all of Scotland.

Full gold to bronze. Robust butterscotch and raisins. Full and heavy. Very sweet almost nectar-like. The finish is powerful and sweet with a big spirit hit.

Glenfiddich Solera 15 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside £ 35.99

Bright gold. Chocolate and toast with a whiff of smoke. Light but very smooth. Silky and suave with white chocolate and a gentle spice. The finish is smooth and long.

Glenfiddich Ancient 18 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside £ 41.99

Very old gold. Rich notes from the sherry cask ageing. Very soft palate with restrained fruit notes a very sophisticated malt whisky. One to savour.

Glenfiddich Gran Reserva 21 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside £ 69.99

Apricot. Chocolate box aromas. Soft and lightly creamy with vanilla and Cuban coffee interplaying amongst the layers of Vanilla oak. An amazing malt.

Glenrothes 1991 43% Own 70cl Speyside £ 52.99

Old gold. Quite delicate on the nose, some sherry notes break through. Sweet red liquorice and a spice that pings around the palate. A nice end of the day dram.

Glen Spey 17 Years Old 50% DL 70cl Speyside £ 59.99

An oily, fragrant nose of citrus fruits is followed with an initially light but sweet, peppery palate. A spicy, oaky and slightly smoked finish rounds this fantastic dram off nicely.

Inchgower 21 Years Old 50% DL 70cl Speyside £ 84.99

Clean and fresh with notes of cedar wood. Rich and very buttery on the palate with a long malty, toffee finish. Inchgower always produces fine malt whisky.

Knockando 12 Years Old 43% Own 70cl Speyside £ 31.99

Pale straw. Lemon grass and shortbread followed by some summer fruits. Light and silky smooth. Soft and creamy with honey, faint smoke & some raspberries. The finish is dry.

Linkwood 15 Years Old 40% G+M 70cl Speyside £ 39.99

Old gold. Rum and raisin ice cream with a twist of cinnamon. Rich vanilla and oloroso sherry with a big slice of Christmas cake. The finish is soothing and dry. Top notch.

Macallan Speymalt 1998 40% G+M 70cl Speyside £ 26.99

Bright gold. A suggestion of marzipan in the aroma. Sweet with spicy sherry notes. Very well balanced malt with just a hint of citrus at the end.

Macallan Platinum 30 Years Old 52.2% DL 70cl Speyside £ 200.00

Very limited rare Macallan. Selected for sale in Great Britain only. Very complex nose with honey and sweet spice. Full yet elegant on the palate. An aromatic and distinctly dry finish.
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Mortlach 15 Years Old 43% G+M 70cl Speyside

Orange zest, citrus fruits and spice. Toffee and clove with some very pleasant dryness. The finish replicates the palate and lasts for a long time.

Pittyvaich 16 Years Old 50% DL 70cl Speyside

A distillery with a very short life span. Pittyvaich was only in production for a few years. This malt retains all the identity of a great Speyside malt.

Speyburn 10 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside

Solid gold. Flowery, lots of heather. A gentle and subtle body. Clean light and malty with some fresh herbal, heathery notes. Still fresh and sweet on the tail.

Tamdhu No age statement 40% Own 70cl Speyside

Bright gold. Flowery with faint notes of cereal and oak. Very light and soft. Clean and sweet with some toffee overtones. A malt whisky for beginners.

Tamnavulin 12 Years Old 46% DL 70cl Speyside

Herbal notes on the nose. Flavours of freshly cut hay and more herbal tones. The palate is sweet yet has balance. A great malt that is dangerously drinkable.

Tomintoul 10 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Speyside

Full sunny gold. Lemon grass and oranges on the nose. Light smooth and sweet with crushed barley and nuts coming through. The finish is lively and lingering.
Campbeltown Malts

Glen Scotia 12 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Campbeltown

Full gold. Salty buckets of sand and toasted oak. You couldn’t mistake this in a line up. Glen Scotia is unique in style and is a truly restorative dram.

Hazelburn 8 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Campbeltown
From Springbank, named after the Campbeltown distillery that closed in 1925 it is a triple distilled and un-peated single malt Whisky. Bottled at 8 years old and at 46% ABV.

Longrow 10 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Campbeltown

Amber red. This is what malt whisky is all about. So many flavours to fit in to one tasting note. Imagine sitting by a rock pool and a bonfire at the same time.

Longrow 14 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Campbeltown

Pale gold. Sea spray and chimneys. A wolf in sheep's clothing. The peat sneaks up from behind and takes you by surprise. Full and very long. A great dram.

Longrow Barolo Cask 7 Years Old 55.8% Own 70cl Campbeltown

Ruby and gold. This is definitely one for the peat lovers. First the wine notes appear and then comes the peat. Very oily and rich. Opens up with some time and water.

Springbank 10 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Campbeltowr

Gold. Hints of the sea and coconut husks. Oily and mouth coating. Melon and more coconut, then some pear flavours and a dash of salt. Clean and fresh.

Springbank 15 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Campbeltowr

Light amber. Sophisticated notes of rich Dundee cake with some new leather and tobacco thrown in for good measure. Full, rich and mouth coating. Very complex.

Springbank 100 Proof 10 Years Old 57% Own 70cl Campbeltown

Old gold. Complex with strands of ginger and honey. Most unusual for a Springbank. A massive explosion of malt and soft vanilla oak. Superb!

Springbank 1997 54.9% Own 70cl Campbeltown

Gold. Aromas of sherry and varnish with deeper notes of mocha. Sweet on the initial taste which sweeps through to the finish. Long and extremely satisfying.
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Islay Malts

Ardbeg 10 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Islay

Old gold in colour. Smoke, brine and iodine. A hard hitting mid-palate with malty smoke running all the way through. A mean and moody malt with a sweet finish.

Ardbeg Uigeadail No age statement  54.2% Own 70cl Islay

Pale gold. Peat reek and fruitcake comes through. A firm yet smooth palate which explodes on the tongue. The spirit on the finish can be a shock to the system.

Ardbeg Airigh Nam Beist 1990 46% Own 70cl Islay

Straw Gold. Sea spray and peat oil with a touch of vanilla ice cream. Dark rum and raisin followed by burnt heather. Peppery and oily. This is Ardbeg at its very best.

Ardbeg Blasda No age statement 40% Own 70cl Islay

The latest addition to the Ardbeg family. Blasda (meaning ‘sweet and delicious’) is a slightly more tame expression of the mighty Ardbeg with a lower peating level.

Bowmore 12 Years Old 40% Own 70cl Islay

Warm amber, subtle notes of lemon and honey with a distinctive smokiness. On the palate is subtle dark chocolate and peat smoke. A great introduction to Islay malt whisky.

Bowmore 18 Years Old 43% Own 70cl Islay

Mellow mahogany. Creamy caramel toffee with ripe fruit and smoke. Incredibly complex with soft fruit, more chocolate and whisps of light smoke. A real classic.

Bowmore 'Darkest' 15 Years Old 43% Own 70cl Islay

Burnt Sienna. Dark chocolate and raisins with a classic smokiness. Cedar wood and treacle toffee. This malt has won every award going.

Bowmore Wine Cask 16 Years Old 53.5% Own 70cl Islay

Deep red, copper. On the nose red berries and some earthy smokiness. Rich, sweet and smoky with a touch of sea salt on the palate. A great finish of ripe berry smokiness.

Bowmore Collection 43% Own 3x20cl Islay

A 20c! bottle of each of the 3 different expressions from the Bowmore distillery, the 12 year old, the 18 year old and the multiple award winning 15 year old ‘darkest'.

Bruichladdich 'Waves' No age statement 46% Own 70cl Islay

Finished in Malmsey Madeira casks, this new addition to the Bruichladdich family is a welcome arrival. Fairly smoky for a ‘Laddie’ with a mellow warmth.

Bruichladdich 'Peat’ No age statement 46% Own 70cl Islay

The peatiest laddie that is available. However there are no medicinal overtones think more vanilla wafers and melon with cracked black pepper, then lots and lots of smoke.

Bruichladdich Links 'Torrey Pines' 14 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Islay

The latest in the links series. This superb 15 y.o0. has been finished in wine casks from Ch. Latour. This adds a fruity layer of complexity and an elegant salmon pink colour.

Bruichladdich Links 'Birkdale' 14 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Islay

A wonderful expression of the Laddie, bottled to celebrate the British open at Birkdale. Full time maturation in Bourbon casks allows the full flavour of the malt to shine.

Bruichladdich 12 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Islay

Sweet oak flavours burst onto the palate, strong and flavoursome. Richness and fruitiness emerges and leads to a finish of lip-smacking black cherries. An absolute thoroughbred.

Bruichladdich 15 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Islay

This second edition has been finished in Sauternes casks and this is evident in the sweet fruitiness in the mid palate. | think this is my favourite “Laddie” of all time.

Bruichladdich 20 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Islay

Pink-gold. Ripe sultanas and freshly made dough. Mouth-watering fruit then drier vanilla dominated maltiness. More soft, sweet vanilla on the finish. A superb dram.
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Bruichladdich Infinity II No age statement 55.5% Own 70cl Islay

A slightly peatier style than the original, Red berry fruits and Turkish delight on the nose with sweet rich raisins on the palate. Finished in Rioja casks.

Bruichladdich WMD II 14 Years Old 46% Own 70cl Islay

WMD 2. A fourteen year old expression of the “Laddie” in honour of the mysterious submarine that popped up outside of the distillery.

Bruichladdich Manzanilla Cask 1998 46% Own 70cl Islay

This expression has spent the full ten years of it's life in a Manzanilla cask which has added layers of complex aromas and flavours, think chamomile, green apple and pear.

Bruichladdich 'Golder Still' 1984 51% Own 70cl Islay

A limited edition release (4,900 numbered bottles), from 1984, bottled at cask strength. An evocative barley sugar flavour leads the way with a very rich complex palate. Long.

Bruichladdich 'Octomore’ 5 Years Old 64.5% Own 70cl Islay

The very long awaited Octomore from Buichladdich. Bottled at an eye-watering 64.5% ABV and a staggering peat level of 131ppm, truly one for real peat freaks.

Bruichladdich 'X4' No age statement 50% Own 70cl Islay

A small batch (6000 bottles) quadruple distilled spirit from Bruichladdich distillery. Light citrus and mixed nut notes, complex and flavoursome with extra texture.

Bunnahabhain 1991 40% G+M 70cl Islay

Old Bronze. Very complex nose with aromas of the sea and heather. Very gentle with a delicious, refreshing salty tang. Light and very soft. A great expression of Islay malt.

Caol Ila 12 Years Old 43% Own 70cl Islay

Very pale. Mint and juniper on the nose with some burnt grass as well. Light, oily and very soothing. This is a very well made Islay single malt.

Caol Ila 18 Years Old 43% Own 70cl Islay

Fino sherry colour. Fragrant menthol & smoke with vanilla coming across. A firm full body. An assertive leafy sweetness. The finish is powerful. A very memorable dram.

Caol Ila Cask Strength No age statement 55% Own 70cl Islay

Very pale, white wine. Intense, sweetish grapefruit and coconut on the nose. An interplay of smoky sweetness and peppery dryness on the tongue. Superb.
